She had a rare gift
for seeing the best in every person she met, gently shifting your perspective
on health, healing, and even life itself. To her, the body, mind, and spirit were



deeply connected, and her approach to wellness reflected that harmony with
every touch and word.

If there was a blooming flower or a striking plant nearby, you could bet Loide
was there, phone in hand, snapping a selfie with a huge smile on her face.

Her children grew up immersed in her world of green, learning everything they
know about the healing power of plants from their mother. Her legacy lives on
in every leaf, every sprout, and every lesson she passed down.

Alongside her deep connection with nature and healing, Loide was profoundly
guided by her faith and spirituality. She embraced a rich tapestry of spiritual
practices, one of which was Ho'oponopono, an ancient Hawaiian tradition of
reconciliation and forgiveness. This sacred practice centers on healing
relationships—both with others and oneself—by reciting four powerful
phrases: "I'm sorry, Please forgive me, Thank you, | love you." It resonated
deeply with Loide’s loving and compassionate nature, offering a path to peace
and emotional release.

Her prayer beads, which she cherished, were always full of bright, vibrant
colors—each bead representing the fullness of life and the joy she found in
her spiritual journey. These colors symbolized her belief in living with love,
harmony, and balance, and each bead served as a reminder of the strength
she drew from her faith and the divine.

Above all, however, Loide firmly believed in the power of God’s words. Her



favorite Bible verse, Psalm 4:8, anchored her heart and mind: "In peace | will
both lie down and sleep; for you alone, O Lord, make me dwell in safety." This
verse brought her a deep sense of peace and tranquility, reminding her that
no matter what life brought, she was always held in God’s loving embrace and
divine protection.

Loide may no longer walk among us, but she will forever live on in the love
she gave, the memories she created, and the faith she held so deeply.

Seus tercos de oracgao, que ela tanto estimava, eram sempre cheios de cores
brilhantes e vibrantes—cada conta representando a plenitude da vida e a
alegria que ela encontrava em sua jornada espiritual. Essas cores
simbolizavam sua crenga em viver com amor, harmonia e equilibrio, e cada
conta servia como um lembrete da forca que ela tirava de sua fé e do divino.

Acima de tudo, no entanto, Loide acreditava firmemente no poder das
palavras de Deus. Seu versiculo biblico favorito, Salmo 4:8, ancorava seu
coracao e mente: “Em paz me deitarei e dormirei, porque so tu, Senhor, me
fazes habitar em seguranca.” Esse versiculo |he trazia uma sensacao
profunda de paz e tranquilidade, lembrando-lhe que, ndo importa o que a vida
trouxesse, ela sempre estaria nos bragos amorosos de Deus e sobre sua
protecao divina.

Loide pode ndo caminhar mais entre nds, mas ela vivera para sempre no
amor que deu, nas memarias que criou e na fé que manteve tao

profundamente.
